Chamber seminar explained benefits to business owners

On April 27, Chamber members gathered at Espresso
Yourself Café (Newport) to learn about the Patient
Protection and Affordable Care Act and its impact upon
small businesses.

The seminar was conducted by Brenton Horting of The
Hartman Group (Duncannon) and Rob Morris of Robert
W. Morris & Company, PC (New Bloomfield).

Brenton provided an overview of the health care reform
legislation. It directs businesses to provide health care to
its employees. He discussed required benefits and notices
along with various elements that can affect employee
benefit programs.
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tax credit provided for in the Act is available to businesses
with less than 25 full-time employees. The presentations
were followed by a lively question and answer session.
Attendees addressed situations unique to their businesses.

Through The Hartman Group, the Chamber is continuing
to explore the feasibility of offering a group health
insurance plan.
