New! Perry County Crime Stoppers 
Become a volunteer today  

Perry County Crime Stoppers (PCCS) is a non-profit 
organization run by volunteers. The organization gives 
citizens a way to report crimes anonymously.  

Here’s how it works. You have information about a 
crime. You call PCCS with your anonymous tip. PCCS 
gives you an identification number and passes your tip 
on to the police. When the police solve the case you pick 
up your cash reward at the bank. Rewards range from 
$250-$2,000 based on the severity of the crime.  

PCCS is funded by private donations. It needs volunteers 
to help with fundraising efforts and operations.

An introduction 

The Perry County Community Foundation (PCCF) is no 
secret to the county’s non-profit organizations, most of 
which have been supported by it. PCCF was established 
in 1987 thanks to the efforts of the late civic leaders Joan 
Holman and Mary Landis. The ladies set about to raise 
and invest funds, the interest from which would help 
fund Perry County’s service organizations. 

Organizationally, the decision was soon made to become 
a regional foundation of The Foundation for Enhancing 
Communities (TFEC), located in Harrisburg. TFEC 
manages funds for five regional foundations and does so 
with nationally-recognized excellence.  

The PCCF local advisory committee has two 
responsibilities: each spring it awards grants to applicant 
agencies; and it is charged with raising additional funds 
to increase PCCF’s size and impact. 

In 2010, the PCCF supported the following agencies: Big 
Brothers and Big Sisters of the Capital Region, 
Bloomfield Public Library, the local Boy Scouts troop, 
Bread of Life, Channels Food Rescue, Historical Society 
of Perry County, Hopeful Things Clothing Shop, Perry 
County Food Bank, Newport Public Library, Perry 
County Literacy Council, Perry Housing Partnership, and 
the Ronald MacDonald House. The list is impressive but 
the need is great and growing.  

The agencies PCCF supports enhance the lives and 
opportunities of our fellow Perry Countians, who in turn 
enhance the County’s educational and economic 
possibilities. TFEC offers a full range of philanthropic 
services. A PCCF or TFEC representative is always happy 
to meet with potential donors.

Editorial: Is Inflation On Its Way? 
And can we position ourselves to benefit?  

A few weeks ago the Federal Reserve announced its plan 
to pump $600 billion into the U.S. economy. This action 
may mark the beginning of an inflationary period in the 
U.S. Might we begin a discussion about how changes in 
the markets might affect Perry County?  

Taking it one step further, is there any way to position 
ourselves to benefit? For example, Perry County has 
always been rich in agriculture. If high inflation comes, 
our small farms may see a boon. Bear with me as I drill 
down to the markets for food.   

The Fed’s move, led by Chairman Ben Bernanke, is an 
effort to decrease long-term interest rates and drive 
down the value of the dollar. Mr. Bernanke’s logic is that 
a weaker dollar will increase U.S. exports. His hope is 
that the foreign consumer will pull the U.S. economy out 
of its malaise.  

There are many potential implications of the Fed’s latest 
action. The one I am concerned with is an increase in 
fuel prices. A weaker dollar means more expensive 
imports. And we Americans import most of our oil.  

Higher fuel prices increase the cost of shipping. We ship 
our food long distances: beef from Texas, pork from 
Iowa, lettuce from California, etc. We do so because it’s 
cheap. But it hasn’t always been that way. And if fuel 
prices go up, it may not be that way for long.  

My purpose here is not to try to predict the future (and 
certainly not to startle anyone). Maybe prices fluctuate, 
maybe they stay the same. Instead, I want this 
community to be prepared if change indeed comes. And 
we can do it. Our community is close-knit. Our 
commissioners are active. Our state and U.S. legislators 
are on great committees (Agriculture, Transportation, 
and Appropriations, among others).
