1 IRS2Go The IRS launched a smartphone application this year that lets you interact with the IRS using your mobile device. The
mobile application can help you get your refund status and tax updates. IRS2Go is available for the iPhone or iTouch and the

Android.

1 YouTube The IRS has video channels on YouTube with short, informative videos on various tax-related topics. The videos are in
English, American Sign Language and a variety of foreign languages.
1 Twitter IRS tweets include tax-related announcements, news for tax professionals and updates for job seekers. Follow us

@IRSnews.

1 Audio files for Podcasts These short audio recordings provide useful information on one tax-related topic per podcast. The
audio files are available on iTunes or through the Multimedia Center on IRS.gov (along with their transcripts).

1 Widgets These tools, which can be placed on websites, blogs or social media networks, direct others to IRS.gov for information.
The widgets feature the latest tax initiatives and programs and can be found on Marketing Express, the marketing site that allows

He also
appreciates the many volunteers that work together and step
forward to help in some way. The Monday of Fair week is a busy
day when exhibitors arrive and volunteers help to register their
wares and organize them for judging and display.

The Association feels that the Chamber of Commerce
complements their mission. Furthermore, they wanted to be a
part of an organization that also promotes Perry County.

The Fair begins at 4 pm Tuesday through Friday and at 8 am on
Saturday.
