An Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) is an essential
member of the pre-hospital team, providing care to
patients who call for an ambulance.

HACC's Shumaker Public Safety Center is offering an
EMT Basic program. This is a noncredit certificate
program. It will run 140 hours, from January 18 through
June 23, 2011. Classes are held Tuesdays and Thursdays
from 6:30-10:00 p.m. at the Duncannon EMS.

The cost is $300. Tuition includes an EMT textbook, a
pocket mask and a stethoscope.

It is not a requirement of the HACC EMT program to
have a GED or high school diploma; however, some
employers require it upon hiring EMT candidates.
Students should be able to lift to a height of 33 inches
and carry and balance a minimum of 125 pounds.
