Pa. federal judge rules insurance mandate in national 
health-care overhaul unconstitutional 
(excerpt from article Published: Tuesday, September 13, 2011, 6:23 
PM, MATT MILLER, The Patriot-News)  
 

A federal judge in Harrisburg handed President Barack 
Obama’s controversial health care reform plan another potential 
setback Tuesday by ruling that a high-profile facet of it is 
unconstitutional.   
 

Specifically, U.S. Middle District Judge Christopher C. Conner 
found that Congress would be exceeding its power if it tries to 
force uninsured Americans to buy health care coverage.  
 

That so-called “individual mandate,” which is set to take effect 
in January 2014, is included in the Patient Protection and 
Affordable Health Care Act that Obama and other supporters 
insist is the cure for a health insurance system that is becoming 
economically unsustainable. 
 

“The issue is whether Congress can...compel individuals to buy 
insurance as a condition of lawful citizenship or residence,” 
Conner wrote in a 51-page opinion. “The court concludes that it 
cannot. 
 

 “The power (of Congress) to regulate interstate commerce 
does not subsume the power to dictate a lifetime financial 
commitment of health insurance coverage,” Conner found. 
 

Several other federal courts have ruled both for and against 
provisions of the reform package.
