Shermans Creek Bridge Closed
Rt. 233 bridge under construction until May 2011

PennDOT Engineering District 8 has announced the
scheduled closure Aug. 30 of the Route 233 bridge over
Shermans Creek near Landisburg Borough in Tyrone
Township, Perry County. This section of Route 233
averages 1,421 vehicles traveled daily.

The $2,918,000 contract was awarded to Clearwater
Construction, Inc. of Mercer, Mercer County. It
includes project design and construction of the Route
233 and Route 74 bridges over Shermans Creek in
Perry County, demolition of the existing bridge
superstructure, construction of a new bridge deck,
substructure repairs, roadway approach construction,
guiderail installation and new traffic lines.

The Route 233 bridge in Tyrone Township will be
under construction from Aug. 30 through May 2011.

Motorists should expect a detour around the Rt. 233
bridge by way of Lightner Road, Weavers Road and
Route 850.

Employer Tax Benefits
New incentives for hiring unemployed workers

Two new tax benefits are now available to employers
hiring unemployed or These
provisions are part of the Hiring Incentives to Restore
Employment (HIRE) Act

part-time workers.

Businesses who hire unemployed workers this year|
between Feb. 3, 2010 and Jan. 1, 2011| may qualify for
a 6.2% payroll tax incentive. In addition, for each
worker retained for at least a year, businesses may
claim an additional general business tax credit, up to
$1,000 per worker, when they file their 2011 income tax
returns.

These two benefits are especially helpful to employers
who are adding positions to their payrolls. New hires
filling existing positions qualify but only if the workers
they are replacing left voluntarily or for cause. Family
members and other relatives do not qualify.

Businesses, employers,
E efg,an-izatio%s @ng public colleges and universities all
qualify to claim the payroll tax benefit for eligible

agricultural tax-exempt

newly-hired employees. Household employers cannot
claim this new tax benefit.

Employers claim the payroll tax benefit on the federal
employment tax return they file with the IRS. Eligible
employers will be able to claim the new tax incentive
on their revised employment tax form for the second
quarter of 2010. Revised forms and further details on
these new tax provisions will be posted on IRS.gov.

Health Care Tax Credit

Helps businesswnersaffordemployeéealthcare

The recent health reform legislation included the Small
Business Health Care Tax Credtthis credit helps small
businesses and non-profits afford the cost of covering
their workers.

Effective immediately, the tax credit covers up to 35
percent of the premiums a small business pays to cover
its workers. In 2014, this rate increases to 50 percent.
Quialifying firms must have less than the equivalent of
25 full-time workers, pay average annual wages below
$50,000, and cover at least 50 percent of the cost of
health care coverage for their workers. Firms can claim
the credit for up to six years: 2010 through 2013 and
any two years after that.

Tax-exempt organizations are eligible for a 25 percent
tax credit in 2010. In 2014, this rate increases to 35%.
